Mayor Jerri Ann Eddins presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge, Dennis M. Clark, John R. Feighert and Ronnie Jack. Absent: none.

Minutes of the November 7, 2016, Council Session were approved as submitted with a

unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Clark and seconded by
Councilmember Jack.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Street Projects. The contractor is wrapping up the sidewalk project on North Walnut
Street.

Sewer Projects. Work on the F-0001 sub-basin is complete.

3. Economic Development. A building permit was issued for new construction of a
travel center to replace Jones Travel Mart. The new facility will operate under the
current name and sell Sinclair brand of fuel. The project consists of a new drive-thru
restaurant, a dine-in restaurant and a convenience store with a truckers lounge
upstairs.

4. Status of Replacing Open Positions. We are currently advertising to fill the City
Inspector and the Community Development positions. These position are important to
staff especially with the increased activity being experienced in those fields.
Upcoming projects include: the Chung’s expansion; the Sinclair construction;
potential work force housing project (48 units); increased permits for signs and
buildings; increased activity at Willow Brook and Greenridge subdivisions; continued
work on at least one development district (TDD); along with the TIF project; and,
animal shelter construction (if approved); etc. A busy spring is shaping up.

5. Great Northwest Day at the Capitol. Mike O’Donnell and City Manager Gaugh are

planning to attend the Great Northwest Day event at the Capitol the end of January.

Maintenance of the new sidewalks on North Walnut Street was discussed. It was noted
the sidewalks were built to ADA specifications.

CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI TO ENTER
INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH RIVER BLUFF ARCHITECTS FOR DESIGN OF AN
ANIMAL SHELTER, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor. Copies of said
Bill 2016-53 were available for the public. Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and
seconded by Councilmember Clark to pass said bill on first reading. Discussion. City Manager
Gaugh said the agreement with River Bluff Architects is for design and construction
administration services for a new animal shelter. Plans are to bid the project in February with
construction beginning in the spring. The facility will be located at the present animal shelter
site. City Manager Gaugh said he hopes some of the foundation of the present structure can be
utilized with the new construction. Bill 2016-53 passed on first reading only with a unanimous
voice vote.

Bill 2016-54, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI TO ENTER
INTO A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH BARTLETT & WEST,
INC. FOR DESIGN OF A PEDESTRIAN BRIDGE OVER SUNRISE LAKE SPILLWAY,
was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor. Copies of said Bill 2016-54 were
available for the public. Motion was made by Councilmember Clark and seconded by
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Councilmember Jack to pass said bill on first reading. Discussion. Public Works Director Drew
Bontrager said the 90-foot steel clear span foot bridge is an ADA pedestrian bridge which will
connect trail segments around the reservoirs. The City was successful in obtaining a grant for
$180,000 for the trail and bridge. The grant period runs through February 2018. In kind work
from City Staff will provide the matching funds for the grant. Councilmember Feighert and
Councilmember Breckenridge expressed concerns about the cost and future maintenance of the
trails and bridge. Mayor Eddins noted there are some questions that need to be answered
regarding the project and made a motion to table Bill 2016-54. Councilmember Feighert
seconded the motion which passed with a voice vote of three (3) “Aye” votes and
Councilmember Clark and Councilmember Jack voting “Nay”. Councilmember Clark and
Councilmember Jack withdrew their respective motions to pass Bill 2016-54 on first reading.
Bill 2016-54 was tabled.

NEW BUSINESS

Resolution 2016-24, A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON
AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI FORMING A MAYOR’S ADVOCACY
COUNCIL, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor. Copies of said Resolution

Re:  Manager’s Report
Sewer Projects — Work at the wastewater treatment plant is 70% complete, and has a

substantial completion date of March 18, 2016. Work is continuing on the F-0001 sub-
basin.

Dilapidated Structures Demolitions — We are ready to begin the process for the second
phase of demolitions of dilapidated houses. This will be re-initiated when we fill our
short staff positions.

Sidewalk Project — The sidewalk project along Walnut is basically complete. Final
inspection and acceptance remains to be done.

Security Lights Conversion — Along with our street light conversions to LED technology,
we have started the process of changing out the 100 watt security lights with 50 watt
LEDs. They put out a better light at half (or less) of the power consumption. Over time,
this will lower our cost of purchased power. Long term maintenance cost will be reduced
considerably, as well.

GNWWC - The Wholesale Commission work is progressing, with focus on easement
acquisition at this time. This will be a lengthy process, but is going well.

Land Purchase and House Status — One of our next steps, regarding the newly acquired
property is to develop a plan for utility extensions. We have started that process and
should be a fairly smooth process. The house has been evacuated, but needs an interior
remodel. The expense would be a good investment, since the house can currently bring
around $100,000 (according to the realtor), and | think this very realistic. It could be used
as part of the incentive package for the Community Development Director, as well, but
we would have to get moving on the rehab work if Council would like to consider this
option.

We may also begin moving some of our electrical materials to the newly acquired shop
building to get those materials out of the weather. The building is in pretty good
condition, but may need some minor work done to it.

Please find the attached Ordinance for your consideration in the regulation of Drones within City limits.
The increasing popularity of drones for recreational use has required many municipalities to consider
additional requirements for the operation of such devices in local airspace.





Bill 2016-51

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI ADDING ARTICLE VII. SMALL
UNMANNED AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS TO CHAPTER 8, OFFENSES -

MISCELLANEOUS IN THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON
MISSOURI RELATING TO THE OPERATION OF UNMANNED
AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS

WHEREAS, the responsible and safe use of Unmanned Aircraft Systems, more
commonly known as drones, is an increasingly popular recreational activity.and promotes
technological innovation, economic growth, and job creation; and

WHEREAS, the unregulated use of the Unmanned Aircraft'Systems throughout the City
poses a threat to the public health, safety, and welfare and has created public health, safety, and
welfare concerns, including, but not limited to, privacy, nuisance, and trespass concerns; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration has promulgated Part 107 of the
Federal Aviation Regulations and Section 333fef the FAA Modernization and Reform Act of
2012, regulating the use of Small Unmanned‘Alircraft Systemsbut allows for local regulations
using the local government’s police power; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to, promote the responsible and safe use of Unmanned
Aircraft Systems while ensuring that the public health, safety and welfare is protected.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE M \ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON,“CLINTON*AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1.“Chapter 8;, OFFENSES - MISCELLANEQOUS of the City Code is hereby
amended by adding Article VAll.Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems as follows:

ARTICLE VII. Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems.
Sec. 8-231. Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the
meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the content clearly indicates different
meaning:

Aircraft means any contrivance invented, used, or designed to navigate or fly in the air.

City Airspace means the airspace above the land, water, and waterway within the
jurisdiction of the City.





Harassing Manner means a knowing and intentional course of conduct directed toward a
specific person or property that seriously alarms, annoys, torments or terrorizes the person, and
serves no legitimate purpose, including, but not limited to, any course of conduct carried out
through the use of a Unmanned Aircraft System over or near any dwelling, occupied vehicle, or
other place where one may reasonably expect to be safe from uninvited instruction or
surveillance.

Hobby or recreational purposes means a pursuit engaged in for relaxation, and not for
commercial purposes, compensation, or hire.

Open air assembly place means any structure, enclosed area, or other demarcated space
used for the assembly of persons in the open air, including, but not limited to, am@sement parks,
stadiums, athletic fields, outdoor public swimming pools, street festivals, or parade routes.

Operate means to pilot, steer, direct, fly or manage a small unmanned aircraft through the
air remotely. The term “Operate” include managing or initiating/a computer, system that pilots,
steers, directs, flies, or manages a small unmanned aircraft.

Small Unmanned Aircraft means an aircraft that:
I. is operated without the possibility of direct.iuman intervention from within or on
the aircraft, and
ii. weighs less than 55 pounds at the time of the operation, including the weight of
any payload or fuel.

Surveillance means the gathering, without permission and in a manner that is offensive to
a reasonable person, of visual images, physical/impressions, sound records, data, or other
information involving theprivate; personal, business or familiar activities of another person
business or entity, or that’‘otherwise' intrudes tipon the reasonable expectancy of privacy, solitude,
or seclusion of another person, busingss,.or entity, regardless of whether a physical trespass onto
real property, owned, leased, or otherwise lawfully occupied by such other person, business or
entity, or into the airspace above real property owned, leased, or otherwise lawfully occupied by
such other person, business, or.@ther entity, occurs in connection with such surveillance.

Weapon means any instrument, article, or substance that, under the circumstances in
which it is used, attempted to be used, or threatened to be used, is readily capable of causing
death or physieal or serious physical injury.

Sec. 8-231. Operating Regulations.

Except as otherwise provided herein or preempted by the Federal Aviation
Administration in Part 107 of the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 of the FAA
Modernization and Reform Act of 2012, no person shall operate for hobby or recreational
purposes any Small Unmanned Aircraft in city airspace:

(a) Directly over any person who is not involved in the operation of the Small Unmanned
Aircraft, without the person’s consent;





(b) Over property that the operator of the Small Unmanned Aircraft does not own,
without the proper owner’s consent, subject to any restrictions that the property
owner may place on such operation;

(c) By a child under 13 years of age when not accompanied and supervised by the
parent of the child or designated adult;

(d) At an altitude higher than 400 feet above ground level;

(e) Outside the visual line of sight of the operator. The operator shall usednis or her
own natural vision, which include vision corrected by standard”eyeglasses or
contact lenses, to maintain at all times an unobstructed view of all small
unmanned aircraft, without the use of vision-enhancing devises, such as
binoculars, night vision goggles, powered vision magnifying devices, goggles
designed to provide a “first person view” from the model*of,similar devices;

() Within one (1) mile of the Cameron Munigipal YAirport, unless the airport
manager and the airport air traffic control’tower consent after prior notice of the
operation;

(9) In amanner that interferes with, or failsito give way to, any manned aircraft;
(h) Between dusk and dawn;

(i) Whenever weather conditions impair the operator’s ability to operate the Small
Unmanned Aircraftisafely;

(1) Over anynopen air assembly unit, school, school yard, hospital, place of worship,
prison, police station, without the property owner’s consent, and subject to any
restrictions that,the property owner may place on such operation;

(k) Within 500 feet of any water intake facility or any electric generating facility,
substation or control center, or within 100 feet of any electric transmission
facility, or within 25 feet of any electric distribution facility or any overhead wire,
cable, conveyor or similar equipment for the transmission of sounds or signal, or
of heat, light or power, or data, upon or along any public right away within the
city, without the facility or equipment owner’s consent and subject to any
restrictions that the facility or equipment owner may place on such operation;

() For the purpose of conducting surveillance, unless expressly permitted by law;

(m)While under the influence of alcohol, or other drug or drugs, intoxicating
compound or compounds or any combination thereof;

(n) That is equipped with a weapon;





(o) With the intent to use such Small Unmanned Aircraft or anything attached to it to
cause harm to persons or property;

(p) In areckless or careless or harassing manner; or

(g) In violation of any Federal or State law, including, but not limited to, Part 107 of
the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 of the FAA Modernization and
Reform Act of 2012.

Sec. 8-232. Construction of Section.

(a) Operations authorized by the FAA — exception. Nothing in this section shall be
constructed to prohibit, limit or otherwise restrict anysperson who is authorized by
the Federal Aviation Administration to operate a Small inmanned Aircraft in city
air space, pursuant to Part 107 of the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333
of the FAA Modernization and Reform Act of 2012 or & certificate of waiver,
certificate of authorization or airworthinessgeertificate under Section 44704 of
Title 49 of the United States Code or other Federal,Aviation Administration grant
of authority for a specific flight gperation(s)yfrom conducting such operation(s).

(b) Operations prohibited by the FAA — clarification. Nothing in this section shall be
construed to authorizesthe operation of<any Small Unmanned Aircraft in city
airspace in violation of any,Federal statute or rules promulgated thereunder.

The" following words or terms are, for purposes of this Division, defined as
follows:

Appliances means any mechanism, device, apparatus or equipment, designed
primarily for indoor household use, including but not limited to: stoves, refrigerators,
ovens, microwave ovens, washing machines, clothes dryers, sewing machines,
televisions, and similar items





Furniture means any items of household furniture designed primarily for indoor
use, including but not limited to: sofas, couches, divans, rocking chairs, reclining chairs,
ottomans, beds, mattresses, box springs, desks, tables, and similar items, but excluding
those items of furniture designed primarily for outdoor use.

Indoor merchandise means any item intended for sale, or resale, excluding lawn,
garden, and landscape materials, agricultural products, implements and equipment; and
construction materials.

Firewood means wood products used to produce heat by burning.
Sec. 8-179. Nuisances declared; exceptions.

It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporationgowning, leasing arsbeing
in possession of any real estate, to collect, display, place, store, or. allow or’suffer to be
collected, displayed, placed or stored upon the property, any appliances, furniture, indoor
merchandise, or firewood, for any period of time in excess of twenty-four (24) hours,
except as follows:

(@) Within the walls, including screened-in /porehes, of a house, garage,
outbuilding, building or other similar-type of.enclosed structured allowed by
the Cameron Zoning Ordinance; or

(b) Within a storage bin orfother/ structure, provided that such storage bin or
structure consists of a solid fence or wall and such items are not clearly visible
through such bin er other structure and provided further that such fence, bin,
or wall structure is ofia type allowed by the Cameron Zoning Ordinance.

(c) In the case of fireweod, firewood that is stacked in rows or columns.

(d) Those items plaeed by the curbside for disposal and collection as part of a
city-approved, clean-up event.

Sec. 8-180. Penalty.
Any person found in violation of any of the provisions of this Division may be
fined pursuantto Section 1-9(e) (2) of the Cameron City Code. Each day that a violation

shall continue shall be deemed a separate offense.

Issues

The attached Ordinance authorizes an agreement with River Bluff Architects for
design and construction administration services for a new animal shelter. The
proposal, which details the scope of work is attached.

Our animal shelter has reached the point where it needs to be replaced. Over the
years, repairs have been made to the structure, but it is no longer worth the expense to
keep making repairs. In addition, the shelter is not designed to allow a safe area for
visitors where the animals are always kept isolated from the entry area. There is
limited food storage in the existing shelter, as well. The roof is in very poor condition,
and we will try to make enough repairs to last until a new structure is built. A totally
new roof would not be cost effective at this point.

Our plan is to get the design work completed in winter with bidding and construction
ready for spring.

PURPOSE

The attached bill would authorize the Mayor to execute an agreement with Bartlett & West, Inc
for the design of a pedestrian bridge over the Sunrise Lake Spillway for the Reservoir Multi-use
Trail Phase II.

DISCUSSION

This is part of the Recreation Trails Program Agreement approved by the Council earlier this
year. Specifically, this is the design of the pedestrian bridge over the Sunrise Lake Spillway.
The bridge is proposed as a 90-foot steel clear-span ADA pedestrian bridge connecting trail
segments around the remaining two reservoirs.

A large portion of the design fee includes the sub consulting services of a geotechnical firm to
analyze the dam and surrounding area soil capacity. This will help determine the bridge design
and end abutments and/or foundation. This will require the approval of the Missouri
Department of Natural Resources, Dam Safety Division, to permit the construction of the bridge
and supporting infrastructure.

FINANCING

Funding for this project is through a reimbursement grant, up to 80% of total project cost. Our
match for the project comes through city staff and crews completing majority of the trail design
work, such as access, grading, clearing, grubbing, earthwork, installation of aggregate base and
drainage pipe, concrete curb and gutter, backfill and finish work, seeding and mulching, signage
and bid advertising. Consequently, the full cost of this agreement is paid by grant monies.

RECOMMENDATION

We are recommending the Council approve the attached bill authorizing the Bartlett & West
design work.

During the 2014 state legislative session, the 97th General Assembly approved Senate
Bill 491 and the Governor signed it into law with an effective date of January 1, 2017. Senate
Bill 491 revises numerous state statutes that are related to Chapter 8 — Offenses-Miscellaneous
Article | — In General of the Code of the City of Cameron. The revisions, among other things,
substantively change or transfer portions of the statutes to other statutory sections. However,
many of the revisions are minor in nature, amending the use of the word “he” or “him” to “he or
she” and “him or her” or the word “misdemeanor” or “crime” to “offense.” Finally, Senate Bill
491 added two new classes of offenses, Class E Felony and Class D misdemeanor, with these
new additions the fine or imprisonment for an offense may change.

Attached to this memo is a chart of some of the changes to the state statutes made by
Senate Bill 491. As some of the changes from Senate Bill 491 apply to the City, it will be
necessary for the City Council to amend the Code of Ordinances at the December 5, 2016,
meeting. | will be present at the City Council Meeting on December 5, 2016, to provide an
overview of these issues and answer questions from members of the City Council.

Background

The City’s recent purchase of land consisted of approximately 380 acres. This purchase
was made after review of the area for sites with qualifying characteristics. We had some
assistance in this work from an independent third party with no financial stake in any
potential purchase. Suitable land sites needed to be within or contiguous to the city limits,
close to utilities, transportation routes and within a low price range. This makes the site
more suitable for our Electric Department location, as well as to provide marketable sites
for distribution, manufacturing or commercial use.

Once a parcel was identified, we asked about subdividing, but the owners would only sell
the land as one parcel. This was not a critical factor, however, since the parcel can be
divided in the future, if the City decides it does not need all of it. The Mayor was
authorized to make the purchase at a per-acre price of $6,200, and staff negotiated a price
of $6,000 per acre. The land appraised at a value of $6,800 per acre. The City realized a
positive difference of over $300,000 saved, between the purchase price and the actual
value of the land. We also surveyed the land and verified our record accuracy that it was
contiguous with the current city limits. A Phase | environmental study was also
conducted as part of our due diligence. At some point, the City will want to have the
site(s) certified by the State Dept. of Economic Development. Prospective industry does
not wait for this process to happen. They generally want sites to be “shovel ready.”
Certification requires a Phase I, so we accomplish this portion automatically by having
that work done at the beginning.

Background

The attached Resolution will begin the process of annexing land parcels that were
purchased recently, as well as a parcel purchased in 2013. We have approximately 12
acres of watershed land near Sunrise Lake that has yet to be annexed. So, we can avoid
some duplication of effort and annex these parcels together. The annexation process is
very rigid, and it makes no difference whether the City is annexing its own property.

The next step in the voluntary annexation procedure is the submission of a verified
petition requesting annexation signed by all fee owners of the affected tracts (in this case
the City itself is the fee owner of all the affected tracts). After submitting the petition the
City Council must hold a public hearing between 14 days and 60 days after receipt of the
petition and give at least 7 days’ notice by publication in a newspaper of general
circulation qualified to publish legal matters located within the boundaries of the city. If
no paper exists then the notice should be published in a qualified paper nearest the
petition city. Evidence and testimony should be presented in the hearing regarding the
reasonableness and necessity of annexation. This includes evidence (e.g. written
memorandum) or testimony regarding the ability of the City to provide normal municipal
services to the area within a reasonable period of time. Finally, following the hearing the
governing body must determine whether (1) the annexation is “reasonable and necessary
to the property development” of the City; and (2) the annexing municipality has the
ability to extend normal municipal services to the area with a reasonable time. The
general principle that Missouri courts have applied in establishing that reasonableness of
annexation is whether the annexed territory is so situated as to be adaptable to urban
purposes and convenient to a reasonable exercise of municipal government. To finalize
the annexation, if no objection is filed within 14 days following the hearing, the City may
annex the property by ordinance, specifying the new, extended municipal boundaries.
The City Clerk would then file three certified copies of the ordinance with the county
assessor and county clerk and one certified copy with the election authority if the election
authority is someone other than the county clerk. Also, City Clerk should sent a certified
copy of the ordinance to the Missouri Department of revenue to ensure that any sales tax
generated in the area is properly assessed and accrued to the City.





Recommendation

Staff recommends passage of the Resolution in order to proceed with annexation
procedures.

RE: Ferrara MVP Pumper Rescue Fire Apparatus
ISSUE:

The Cameron Fire Department is in need of a new pumper rescue firefighting apparatus. The
purpose of the new apparatus is to provide the latest and most modern firefighting equipment,
use for rescue events, and the ability to suppress fire. The final purchase price of $520,947 shall
include the trade of a 2006 Freightliner / Firemaster Pumper and a 1993 HME / Quality Aerial.
The new apparatus shall be equipped with a CAFS fire suppression system. The apparatus is
designed to meet the needs of Cameron for the next several years. On April 5, 2016 City of
Cameron voters approved a % cent sales tax for Fire Department use. This money shall be used
to purchase the new apparatus. The purchase of the apparatus is the first step toward the long
range goal of the Fire Department. Equipment specifications have been reviewed by Fire
Department staff. The HGAC and Ferrara contract has been reviewed by Fire Department and
City of Cameron staff.

RECOMMENDATION:

Council to allow the City Manager to sign any and all documents with Ferrara Fire Apparatus;
Inc. for the purchase of a Ferrara MVVP Pumper Rescue Fire Apparatus.
