The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Tuesday, 
the 3rd day of January 2017, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Jerri Ann Eddins led the 
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  
 


Mayor Jerri Ann Eddins presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 
Breckenridge, Dennis M. Clark, John R. Feighert and Ronnie Jack.   Absent:  none.  
 


Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Padraic Corcoran and 
City Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 


Minutes of the December 19, 2016, Council Session were approved as submitted with a 
voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Clark and seconded by Councilmember Jack.  
Councilmember Breckenridge abstained from voting, noting her absence from the Council 
Session. 
 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 
 John Breckenridge, 804 South Chestnut, expressed his displeasure of the recent land 
purchase; the purchase process used; and, the use of $2.28 million dollars from Electric Fund 
Reserves for the purchase. 
 
 Gary Summers, 1016 West Fourth Street, applauded Council for the recent purchase of 
land for long term use. 
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Animal Shelter. Staff met with the architect for the Animal Shelter design. The 
purpose was to get design details established before the drawings are finalized for the 
bid process.   


2. Sewer Projects. Sewer pipe relining should be complete or close to completion in the 
F0001 sub-basin. Staff is beginning the process of renewing the Wastewater 
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Treatment Plant permit. This is a five (5) year permit and the Plant may come under 
disinfection regulations with this permit cycle.   If disinfection regulations are 
required, it will be a fairly expensive endeavor.  


3. Start Smart Grant. The grant application for the Start Smart program has been 
submitted to Jefferson City.  


4. Snow/Ice Treatment. The ice/snow event in December was difficult to treat. The 
City’s salt and other street material supplies were reduced greatly.  There is still City 
inventory available for this season; but, the long-term plan is to add additional salt 
storage for weather related events.  


5. Hospital (CRMC Renal Dialysis Addition) Construction.  Staff met with the architect 
for the project. CRMC will break ground on their Renal Dialysis addition in the near 
future.  


 
Discussion on the Wastewater Treatment Plant disinfection cost.  City Manager Gaugh 


said the cost could be around $1 million dollars and the City would borrow the money if the 
improvements are required for the permit renewal.  It remains to be seen if the State will 
implement the disinfection regulations with this permit renewal.

Councilmember Feighert suggested honoring veterans and emergency management staffs using 
the following names for various locations at Sunrise Lake:  Purple Heart Park; Thin Blue Trail; 
and, Honor Bridge.  A Resolution will be on the January 17, 2017 agenda for Council 
consideration. 


 
NEW BUSINESS 


 
Bill 2017-1, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A MANAGEMENT 


AGREEMENT FOR THE CAMERON AQUATIC FACILITY BY AND BETWEEN THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI; THE 
CAMERON PARK BOARD; AND CAMERON REGIONAL YMCA, was read by title by 
City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2017-1 were available for the public.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Feighert to pass 
said bill on first reading.  Discussion.  City Manager Gaugh noted there are no changes from the 
management agreement in 2016. The fee remains $15,000 for YMCA management services.   
Bill 2017-1 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote. 
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Resolution 2017-1, A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON 
AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI TO ACCEPT A PROPOSAL FOR AN ALTEC 
DB37 HYDRAULIC DERRICK AND TRAILER FROM ALTEC INDUSTRIES, INC., 
was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Resolution 2017-1 were 
available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by 
Councilmember Clark to pass Resolution 2017-1.  Discussion. Utility Director Zac Johnson said 
Staff worked with the National Joint Powers Alliance (NJPA) to secure the lowest and best bid 
of $134,776.  The 2016-2017 Budget includes $145,000 for the purchase.  This unit will allow 
work to be done on a large portion of the system which is located in back yards and not within 
the right-of-way.   The City typically spends between $15,000 and $30,000 per year to rent 
equipment or contract with vendors to provide the necessary work.    Resolution 2017-1 passed 
with a voice vote of three “Aye” votes and Councilmember Breckenridge and Councilmember 
Feighert voting “Nay”.   


 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 


 
 Drew Davis, 5271 SE Lakeview Road, addressed Council regarding recent comments 
during a Council Session that he felt were inaccurate on the history of the fence behind his 
property at Sunrise Lake and his offer to pay for the fence. 
 
 Leslie Corey Sloan, 306 East Fourteenth Street, asked about documents he referenced at 
the last Council Session regarding the recent land purchase and annexation.  City Clerk/Finance 
Clerk O'Connor requested Mr. Sloan supply a complete list of this request and the documents 
will be provided.   
 


MISCELLANEOUS 
 


 Councilmember Feighert: 
• Said it would be beneficial if Chamber Economic Consultant Terry Rumery 


would attend Council Sessions and address potential uses for the land purchase. 
 


Councilmember Breckenridge: 
• Agreed with Councilmember Feighert regarding Mr. Rumery’s attendance at 


Council Sessions.  
 


There being no further business on motion made by Councilmember Feighert and seconded 
by Councilmember Jack, the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 p.m. on a unanimous voice vote.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
TracFone Tax Settlement- Recently we were notified that the City will receive 
approximately $20,301 from a class-action tax settlement. We had no expense in this 
litigation and it has nothing to do with our litigation with Spectra. The MML was 
instrumental in getting this award to municipalities and requests that cities help fund the 
effort by contributing 5% to go toward the MML Advocacy Fund.  
 
Start Smart Grant Program –Great news! The $500,000 grant was approved. The grant 
will assist the Community Action Partnership of Greater St. Joseph with rehabilitation of 
the old hospital for use as a Head Start facility. CAP will obtain additional funds for other 
aspects of the project, which totals approximately $1.2 M. The City participated in the 
process, including the grant application work, along with building and site review and 
some cost estimating of infrastructure. The facility will serve qualifying families in 
Clinton and DeKalb Counties and will be an excellent use of an empty building. The site 
is ideal for the program. We will provide more information on this funding and project as 
we receive it. 
 
Water Plant Operator Hire – We hired a replacement operator to fill our open position. 
He is an experienced operator with a Class-A license, which is the highest level. A Class-
A license requires four to six years in-plant experience, depending on the combination of 
experience, education and technical training. Once that is accomplished, the written exam 
can be taken. 
 
Sewer Projects - Work has been continuing on the F-0001 sub-basin. There is nothing 
new to report on the system work or the treatment plant work, which both are going as 
scheduled. 
 
Business Park – Staff is working on the preliminary plan for the site development of the 
business park. I contacted KCADC for a recommendation of firms specializing in this 
type of development. Of the three firms listed by KCADC, Bartlett & West is one we 
have experience with. We are currently working with the engineering group, while the 
site development group will be different staff. However, our experience with Bartlett & 
West has been good. Once the preliminary work is done, we can decide whether to retain 







them to perform the scope of services. We should have some preliminary information for 
Council by the middle of March, maybe a little sooner. At the appropriate time, a steering 
committee will be formed and the Council will be involved and informed throughout the 
process. The process of actually getting the land shovel-ready is a long and involved one. 
This is true anywhere large land parcels are properly developed. 
 
Groat St. Reconstruction- Bartlett and West has started design work for Groat St. The 
public meeting for residents of Groat St. is tentatively scheduled for January 31.  
 
Animal Shelter – We continue to review the plan for the building to keep costs as low as 
possible. The building will need to be more energy efficient, which will cost more up 
front. The long term cost of operation should be lower, however. We have investigated 
the feasibility of installing some photovoltaic panels (solar). This may be another thing 
we can do that may pay off in the long-term. Costs per square foot for animal shelters are 
running around $200 or $250 per square foot (plus site grading and design), according to 
the Bacon Group which does animal shelters all over the United States. This cost is due 
to the materials of construction, drain systems and equipment needed for basic operation. 
In addition, we need to comply with State regulations for continued operation.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI ADDING ARTICLE VII. SMALL 
UNMANNED AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS TO CHAPTER 8, OFFENSES - 
MISCELLANEOUS IN THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON 
MISSOURI RELATING TO THE OPERATION OF UNMANNED 


AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS 
 


WHEREAS, the responsible and safe use of Unmanned Aircraft Systems, more 
commonly known as drones, is an increasingly popular recreational activity and promotes 
technological innovation, economic growth, and job creation; and 


 
WHEREAS, the unregulated use of the Unmanned Aircraft Systems throughout the City 


poses a threat to the public health, safety, and welfare and has created public health, safety, and 
welfare concerns, including, but not limited to, privacy, nuisance, and trespass concerns;  and 


 
WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration has promulgated Part 107 of the 


Federal Aviation Regulations and Section 333 of the FAA Modernization and Reform Act of 
2012, regulating the use of Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems but allows for local regulations 
using the local government’s police power; and  


 
WHEREAS, the City desires to promote the responsible and safe use of Unmanned 


Aircraft Systems while ensuring that the public health, safety and welfare is protected.  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1. Chapter 8, OFFENSES - MISCELLANEOUS of the City Code is hereby 


amended by adding Article VII. Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems as follows:  
 
ARTICLE VII. Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems.  
 


Sec. 8-231. Definitions.  
 


The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the 
meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the content clearly indicates different 
meaning:  


 
Aircraft means any contrivance invented, used, or designed to navigate or fly in the air. 


 
City Airspace means the airspace above the land, water, and waterway within the 


jurisdiction of the City.  
 







 


Harassing Manner means a knowing and intentional course of conduct directed toward a 
specific person or property that seriously alarms, annoys, torments or terrorizes the person, and 
serves no legitimate purpose, including, but not limited to, any course of conduct carried out 
through the use of a Unmanned Aircraft System over or near any dwelling, occupied vehicle, or 
other place where one may reasonably expect to be safe from uninvited instruction or 
surveillance.  


 
Hobby or recreational purposes means a pursuit engaged in for relaxation, and not for 


commercial purposes, compensation, or hire. 
  


Open air assembly place means any structure, enclosed area, or other demarcated space 
used for the assembly of persons in the open air, including, but not limited to, amusement parks, 
stadiums, athletic fields, outdoor public swimming pools, street festivals, or parade routes.  


 
Operate means to pilot, steer, direct, fly or manage a small unmanned aircraft through the 


air remotely. The term “Operate” include managing or initiating a computer system that pilots, 
steers, directs, flies, or manages a small unmanned aircraft. 


 
Small Unmanned Aircraft means an aircraft that:  


i. is operated without the possibility of direct human intervention from within or on 
the aircraft, and  


ii. weighs less than 55 pounds at the time of the operation, including the weight of 
any payload or fuel.  


 
Surveillance means the gathering, without permission and in a manner that is offensive to 


a reasonable person, of visual images, physical impressions, sound records, data, or other 
information involving the private, personal, business or familiar activities of another person 
business or entity, or that otherwise intrudes upon the reasonable expectancy of privacy, solitude, 
or seclusion of another person, business, or entity, regardless of whether a physical trespass onto 
real property, owned, leased, or otherwise lawfully occupied by such other person, business or 
entity, or into the airspace above real property owned, leased, or otherwise lawfully occupied by 
such other person, business, or other entity, occurs in connection with such surveillance.  


 
Weapon means any instrument, article, or substance that, under the circumstances in 


which it is used, attempted to be used, or threatened to be used, is readily capable of causing 
death or physical or serious physical injury.  


 
Sec. 8-231. Operating Regulations.  
 


Except as otherwise provided herein or preempted by the Federal Aviation 
Administration in Part 107 of the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 of the FAA 
Modernization and Reform Act of 2012, no person shall operate for hobby or recreational 
purposes any Small Unmanned Aircraft in city airspace: 


 
(a) Directly over any person who is not involved in the operation of the Small Unmanned 
Aircraft, without the person’s consent;  







 


 
(b) Over property that the operator of the Small Unmanned Aircraft does not own, 


without the proper owner’s consent, subject to any restrictions that the property 
owner may place on such operation;  
 


(c) By a child under 13 years of age when not accompanied and supervised by the 
parent of the child or designated adult;  
 


(d)  At an altitude higher than 400 feet above ground level;  
 
(e) Outside the visual line of sight of the operator. The operator shall use his or her 


own natural vision, which include vision corrected by standard eyeglasses or 
contact lenses, to maintain at all times an unobstructed view of all small 
unmanned aircraft, without the use of vision-enhancing devises, such as 
binoculars, night vision goggles, powered vision magnifying devices, goggles 
designed to provide a “first person view” from the model of similar devices;  


 
(f) Within one (1) mile of the Cameron Municipal Airport, unless the airport 


manager and the airport air traffic control tower consent after prior notice of the 
operation; 


 
(g)  In a manner that interferes with, or fails to give way to, any manned aircraft;  


 
(h) Between dusk and dawn;  


 
(i) Whenever weather conditions impair the operator’s ability to operate the Small 


Unmanned Aircraft safely;  
 


(j) Over any open air assembly unit, school, school yard, hospital, place of worship, 
prison, police station, without the property owner’s consent, and subject to any 
restrictions that the property owner may place on such operation;  


 
(k) Within 500 feet of any water intake facility or any electric generating facility, 


substation or control center, or within 100 feet of any electric transmission 
facility, or within 25 feet of any electric distribution facility or any overhead wire, 
cable, conveyor or similar equipment for the transmission of sounds or signal, or 
of heat, light or power, or data, upon or along any public right away within the 
city, without the facility or equipment owner’s consent and subject to any 
restrictions that the facility or equipment owner may place on such operation;  
 


(l) For the purpose of conducting surveillance, unless expressly permitted by law;  
 


(m) While under the influence of alcohol, or other drug or drugs, intoxicating 
compound or compounds or any combination thereof;  


 
(n) That is equipped with a weapon;  







 


 
(o) With the intent to use such Small Unmanned Aircraft or anything attached to it to 


cause harm to persons or property;  
 


(p) In a reckless or careless or harassing manner; or  
 


(q) In violation of any Federal or State law, including, but not limited to, Part 107 of 
the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 of the FAA Modernization and 
Reform Act of 2012.  
 


Sec. 8-232. Construction of Section.  
 


(a) Operations authorized by the FAA – exception. Nothing in this section shall be 
constructed to prohibit, limit or otherwise restrict any person who is authorized by 
the Federal Aviation Administration to operate a Small Unmanned Aircraft in city 
air space, pursuant to Part 107 of the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 
of the FAA Modernization and Reform Act of 2012 or a certificate of waiver, 
certificate of authorization or airworthiness certificate under Section 44704 of 
Title 49 of the United States Code or other Federal Aviation Administration grant 
of authority for a specific flight operation(s), from conducting such operation(s).  
 


(b) Operations prohibited by the FAA – clarification. Nothing in this section shall be 
construed to authorize the operation of any Small Unmanned Aircraft in city 
airspace in violation of any Federal statute or rules promulgated thereunder.  


 
(c) Operations by the City in general – exception. Nothing in this section shall be 


construed to prohibited any person who is permitted by the City Council, the City 
Manager, the public works director, or the parks and recreation director to operate 
a Small Unmanned Aircraft in city airspace from conducting such operations in 
accordance with the terms of such authorization and Federal or State law.  


 
(d) Operations by the Law Enforcement or Safety Agency – exception. This section 


shall not prohibit the use of any Small Unmanned Aircraft by law enforcement or 
public safety agencies: 


 
i. If a warrant is issued authorizing the use of an unmanned aircraft; or  


ii. For the purpose of providing emergency management, fire, or police 
protection services in response to a life threatening emergency, or for 
surveying the condition of person or property during a duly declared state of 
emergency; or  


iii. Under circumstances where a warrant would not otherwise by required by 
law.  


 
Sec. 8-233. Violation - Penalty.  


 







 


(a) Any person who violates this section shall be fined not less than $120.00 nor 
more than $500.00 for each offense.  


(b) A law enforcement officer may seize an Unmanned Aircraft System as evidence 
of a violation of this section. The Unmanned Aircraft System thereafter shall be 
disposed of in accordance with State law for the disposition of seized property.  
 


Section 2.  If this ordinance, or any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this 
ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or preempted, such decision shall not 
affect the validity of the remaining portions.  


 
Section 3.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of 


Cameron. 
 
Section 4.  The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
Section 5. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 


passage and approval. 
 
Section 6. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby 


repealed.

PURPOSE 
 
The attached Bill would authorize the City Manager to enter into an agreement with the 
Cameron Regional YMCA to operate and manage all aspects of the Cameron Aquatic Facility 
for the 2017 season.   
 
BACKGROUND 
 
This is the thirteenth season the Cameron Regional YMCA has operated and managed all 
aspects of the Swimming Pool, including concessions for the Park Board. This has proved to 
be a successful partnership by allowing the Park Board to concentrate on facilities and the 
YMCA providing the management expertise they have for running the program.  The Park 
Board shall pay the YMCA a flat management fee of $15,000 for these services.   
 
 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
The Park Board has reviewed and unanimously approved the attached Management 
Agreement with the Cameron Regional YMCA for the management of the Swimming Pool 
for the 2017 season.

Regional YMCA, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, for the Cameron 
Aquatic Facility. 
 
 Section 2.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of 
Cameron. 
 
 Section 2.  The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 


Section 3.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE GENERAL ELECTION TO BE 
HELD ON 4 APRIL 2017, FIXING THE POLLING PLACES OF SAID
