The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Tuesday, 


the 2nd day of January 2018, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Darlene Breckenridge led 
the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  


 
Mayor Darlene Breckenridge presided with the following Councilmembers present:  


Dennis M. Clark, John R. Feighert, Ronnie Jack and L. Corey Sloan.   Absent:  none.  
 
Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Padraic Corcoran and 


City Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
Minutes of the December 4, 2017 Regular Council Session and the December 14, 2017 


Special Council Session, were approved as submitted with a voice vote on motion made by 
Councilmember Clark and seconded by Councilmember Jack.  Councilmember Feighert 
abstained noting his absence from the December 14, 2017 Special Council Session.   


 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 


 
 Sarah Griffey, Kidder, Missouri, is working on fund raising for the 2018 Car Show and 
presented Council with a packet of information for their review. 
 
 Dave Curtis, Johnny Walker and Glen Dyer, members of Concerned Citizens of DeKalb 
County, were present to discuss their concerns and problems with the windmill turbines located 
in DeKalb County.  Council was urged to seek one and one-half mile setbacks for any turbines 
placed on or near the City limits. 
 


Community Project Report. 
a. Update from North Central Missouri Business Facilitation.  Stephanie Williams, 


North Central Missouri Business Facilitation, gave her quarterly report from the 
Community Project application and grant NCMBF received this year.  To date 
NCMBF has 107 clients.  Of the 107 clients, 25 percent were from Clinton County 
and 15 percent from DeKalb County. Ms. Williams also reported NCMBF is 
developing a map of free public resources in the area for businesses to utilize. 
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b. Update Crossroad Crush Festival and Check Presentation. Jamey McVicker, 


representing the Aiden McVicker Charitable Foundation, gave a report from the 
Community Project application and grant that the Foundation, in conjunction with the 
Cameron Area Chamber of Commerce and the Rose Lowenstein Foundation, 
received this year.  The Festival experienced some weather issues during the event 
but attendance was up slightly compared to previous years. Appreciation was 
expressed for all the volunteers that made the Festival a success. Mr. McVicker 
presented Mayor Breckenridge a check for $1,000 from the event and asked that the 
funds be used to beautify the downtown area.  


 
CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 


 
1. Future Head Start Facility. St. Joseph CAP has officially purchased the former 


hospital building on West Fourth Street for a Head Start Facility.   CAP has asked for 
assistance with infrastructure (sidewalks – curbs/guttering) and possibly some 
playground equipment for the facility. 


2. Community Swap Presentation.  Development Director Tim Wymes recently 
presented the results of the Community Swap program given by the University of 
Missouri Extension Office.  There is interest in having a second presentation and 
Development Director Wymes is trying to facilitate the repeat presentation.  


3. Business Park Steering Committee. The Committee met on December 19, 2017, and 
Carol Kuhn, K&K Environmental, presented the portion of the land study that 
involves wetlands identification and mitigation. Ms. Kuhn reported the site is well 
managed from a runoff perspective does not anticipate any work out of the ordinary 
will be necessary at the site. No unusual problems were encountered with the 
Endangered Species Act compliance. A stakeholders meeting is being scheduled for 
the end of January. A public meeting will most likely be scheduled in February.  


4. Annual Audit. The auditors recently completed the annual audit and will be making 
their presentation in the near future.  


5. Economic Development Report by Rumery & Associates. Terry Rumery reported: 
• Economic Development activities are traditionally slow during the winter 


months. 
• Project Northwest Missouri has not made a location decision at this time. 
• Project Black Walnut – nothing new to report. 
• Project Auto – Mr. Rumery is working with a national real estate company 


and is promoting a location in the Business Park. 
• Hotel – not a lot happening. 
• Restaurants – nothing new to report. 
• Retail – potential project in the north part of the City. 
• A meeting with a group of engineers has been held regarding the Business 


Park. 
• The Community Improvement District meeting is making slow progress. 
• In February, Great Northwest Days at the Capital will be held in Jefferson 


City.  Mr. Rumery urged all to attend the event if possible.

CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON, DeKALB, AND CALDWELL COUNTIES, 
MISSOURI TO RECLASSIFY THE DISPATCH SUPERVISOR POSITION for 
Committee discussion.  Councilmember Feighert seconded the motion which passed with a 
unanimous voice vote. 
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Library Board Appointments.  The terms of Tim Walley, Bob Stoebener and Phillip 
Robinson expire in January.  All three are eligible for reappointment and have agreed to serve 
another term each if re-appointed.  Councilmember Jack moved to reappoint Mr. Walley, Mr. 
Stoebener and Mr. Robinson to the Cameron Library Board.  Councilmember Feighert seconded 
the motion which passed with a unanimous voice vote. 


Park Board Master Plan Presentation.  A Consultant Team from Vireo RRC Associates 
presented a Cameron Missouri Parks Master Plan 2017. Top priorities from a survey taken are 
listed below in priority order: 


• Expanded or improved facilities ~ aquatics center. 
• Focus on taking care of existing facilities. 
• Continue to improve safety in the existing parks. 
• Adding amenities ~ Restrooms, trails and shelters to the City Lakes. 
• Restrooms in parks or at facilities. 
• Baseball fields. 
• Additional trails and pathways. 


 
The Park Board asked the Council to adopt the master plan as presented and to 


incorporate the plan into the City of Cameron 2030 Comprehensive Plan.  The Board also 
requested the Council transfer acreage near Wal-Mart to the Park Board for development of 
future park ground.   


 
Council voiced support of the Parks, but noted funding and maintenance are always 


concerns.

Date:  January 16, 2018 
 
Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
Community Swap Presentation – Tim Wymes recently presented the results of the 
Community Swap program given by the University of Missouri Extension Office. I was 
asked if we could do that presentation a second time and specifically invite some of the 
stakeholders who may not have been aware of the presentation. A second presentation 
has been scheduled for Thursday, January 25th at 6:00 p.m. at the YMCA. We will 
send out notices to the various boards and commissions.  
 
Future Head Start Facility – This is now an ongoing project. St. Joseph CAP has 
officially closed on the old hospital building purchase. Work has begun on the design. 
 
Economic Development Report by Rumery & Associates – Report is given at the Council 
meeting, usually on a monthly basis.  
 
Business Park Steering Committee – The Committee’s next meeting is January 16th. A 
public meeting/open house will be held in February. An update can be presented with 
work completion so far. 
 
eTruck Update – Russ visited the business park building site on January 9, and we also 
met with Bartlett and West to go over future plans for eTruck as it relates to the master 
development plan for the park. The building remodeling is going well, with the exterior 
work completed and internal work underway. The project is pretty much on schedule at 
this time. 
 
Building Permits Update – Paul Beckwith has put together some interesting numbers for 
building permits issued in 2017.  We issued 203 total permits in 2017. We collected 
$32,399.00 in building permit fees.  These fees do cover the cost of inspections and plan 
review, and we are looking at the fee structure, which is low when compared to other 
municipalities. The construction estimated dollar amount for all structures ended up at 
$7,925,393.00.  Out of the 203 permits issued we have the following new buildings either 
completed or under construction 11 homes, 5 commercial, 3 duplex’s, 1 triplex, and 1 
four-plex. Comparing 2016 to 2017 we had a 19% increase in the number of building 
permits issued. In 2017, we had 21 illegal projects that were caught, which added 







$1457.00 to the permit fees and total permits issued.  It is looking like 2018 will be a very 
busy year with construction here in Cameron. We are looking at a new, modern version 
of Kum & Go, a Dollar Tree store, Highland Development (Grand & Walnut), Manion 
offices (Walnut), Randy Curnow (Lana Dr.), CRMC (Physical Rehab), Sinclair (Nelle’s) 
(Phase 2), Shell (Chungs’ Travel Center), Earley addition, and numerous homes around 
town.

The 
changes will provide better clarification and require all fence permit inquires to comply with 
Article 33 Zoning Ordinance.

AMENDMENT WILL REFER FUTURE CODE ADOPTION AND ALL 
FENCE CONSTRUCTION, MODIFICATIONS, AND REPAIRS TO THE 
LANGUAGE CONTAINED IN ARTICLE 33: FENCES OF THE ZONING 


ORDINANCE 
  
WHEREAS, on November 13, 2017 the City Staff presented the proposed amendments 


contained in this Ordinance to the Planning and Zoning Commission of the City of Cameron; and 
 
WHEREAS, Article 33 of the City of Cameron’s Zoning Ordinance requires a permit for 


all construction, modification or change in any manner to all or any part of a fence; and 
 
WHEREAS, the International Residential Code and International Building Code 


exempts all fences less than 7 feet in height from requiring a permit for any construction, 
modifications, and repairs to all or any part of said fence; and 


 
WHEREAS, the City desires for the  City’s Zoning Ordinance and adopted codes, 


specifically the IRC and the IBC, to be in conformity so as to provide clarity to the City Staff and 
general public; and  


 
WHEREAS, City Staff and the Planning and Zoning Commission, having reviewed the 


proposed changes, are in agreement that the changes will provide clarity to the City Staff and the 
general public regarding applicability of Article 33: Fences of the Zoning Ordinance to any 
construction, modifications, and repairs to all or any part of a fence. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON, DeKALB AND CALDWELL COUNTIES, 
MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1. Chapter 3 Buildings, Article II Building Code, Division 1 Generally, Section 


3-16 is hereby amended by adding the following: 
 
Sec. 3-16. – Incorporated; copy  
 
(b) The following sections are hereby revised: 
 


Section 105.2, Item #2 is hereby amended to read as follows: 







 


“A permit shall be required for all construction of or modification or change in any 
manner to all or any part of a fence, and the fee for each such permit shall be according to 
the fee schedule set forth in Article 27 of the City of Cameron Zoning Ordinance. 


 
 Section 2. Chapter 3 Buildings, Article II Building Code, Division 1 Generally, Section 
3-16.1.is hereby amended by adding the following: 
 
 b. Delete Section 105.2, Item (#2) and replace it with the following: 
  “A permit shall be required for all construction of or modification or change in 


any manner to all or any part of a fence, and the fee for each such permit 
shall be according to the fee schedule set forth in Article 27 of the City of 
Cameron Zoning Ordinance. 


  
 Section 3.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf 


of the City. 
 
 Section 4.  The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 5.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its 


passage and approval.

Recommendation 
 
Planning and Zoning along with City Staff fully support the recommended changes.  The 
changes will provide better guidance in educating the public regarding city ordinances.  In 
addition, the changes will provide builders, contractors, and property owners with options in 
completing their projects.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON, 
DeKALB, AND CALDWELL COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AUTHORIZING 
AMENDMENTS TO THE CITY OF CAMERON ZONING ORDINANCE 


ARTICLE 4: DEFINITIONS; ARTICLE 27: ADMINISTRATION AND 
ENFORCEMENT; AND, ARTICLE 33: FENCES 


  
WHEREAS,  a public hearing concerning said matter was held before the Planning and 


Zoning Commission at City Hall in Cameron, Missouri, at 6:00 p.m. on November 13, 2017; and 
 


WHEREAS, notice of said hearing was published in the Cameron Citizen-Observer, a 
newspaper of general circulation, on October 19, 2017; and 


 
WHEREAS, the proposed amendments would offer additional commercial fence options 


for height regulations, extend the duration of permits based of construction type, and definitions; 
and 
 


WHEREAS, the proposed amendments to the Zoning Ordinance Article 4: Definitions; 
Article 27: Administration and Enforcement; And, Article 33 Fences, have been reviewed by 
Staff and approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON, DeKALB AND CALDWELL COUNTIES, 
MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1.  The definition for Yard, Front contained in Article 4: Definitions of the 


Zoning Ordinance of the City of Cameron is hereby amended to read as follows: 
 
Yard, Front: The front yard shall be determined by the area at which the exterior walls 


of the house are positioned parallel to the road.  For example, structures located on corner lots or 
a structure positioned on the property that intercept at a public or private road will be considered 
as having double frontage.  The term double frontage is classified as having two areas that will 
be considered of having two front yards.  In this event, the structure shall be required to meet all 
setback regulations. 


 
Section 2. Article 27. Administration and Enforcement, Section 1. Building Permits, 


subsection B. Duration of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Cameron is hereby repealed and 
replaced as follows: 


 
 (B) Duration:  All permits shall be valid from the date of issuance to the assigned 


expiration date.  All permits shall be classified into three (3) categories.  For new construction, 
any applicant who desires to construct a new building or structure may obtain a valid permit for 
one (1) year. As used in this section, the phrase  new construction shall mean the construction of 
any new residential home, large garage or pole barn type structure exceeding 200 square feet for 
residential, and 120 square feet for new commercial development that creates a new footing and 







 


foundation. Demolition and remodel permits, and structural damage or repair permits are valid 
for six (6) months. As used in this section, demolition and remodel, and structural damage or 
repair means projects on the interior and exterior of a building or structure that will not change 
the foot print of the building or structure.  However, if the proposed demolition and remodel or 
structural damage or repair being done will change the layout of the interior and exterior design, 
the proposed work will be considered new construction under this section.  The applicant may 
apply for a (6) month permit.   Miscellaneous work for small repairs or upgrades shall be valid 
for a period of three (3) months. One time permit extensions may be granted at no cost to the 
applicant.  If a second extension is needed it shall be 50% of the cost of the original permit fee.  
All extensions are at the discretion of the building inspector and the community development 
director.  


 
One year permit:  New construction projects that will create a new footing or foundation 


 
Six month permit: Interior and exterior projects that will not change the foot print of the 
building, but alters the interior design layout and exterior platform of the building. 
 
Three month permit: Miscellaneous projects that are not considered new construction or 
demolition and remodel or structural damage or repairs will be classified as repairs and upgrades. 
Repairs and upgrades include any work falling under this classification including, plumbing, 
mechanical, and electrical work.  


 
Section 3. Article 33. Fences, Section 4. Fences in Commercial and Industrial Districts, 


of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Cameron is hereby repealed and replaced as follows: 
 
4. Fences in Commercial and Industrial Districts. 
 


F. Commercial and Industrial property owners who desire to install fences greater than   
(4) feet in height in front and side yards for security purposes, protection of equipment and 
potential safety hazards must make a request to the building inspector and community 
development director for approval.  The applicant must provide a building permit 
application, (2) copies of site plans, (2) copies of building plans with proposed materials to 
be used. The materials along the front and side yards shall be constructed with none solid 
materials (opaque fence) along any portion of the sight triangle to prevent obstruction of 
oncoming traffic view.  Fence materials used must be none opaque materials for front and 
side yards and approved by the building inspector and the community development 
director.   


 
 Section 4.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf 


of the City. 
 
 Section 5.  The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 6.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its

Purpose 


In 1998 the City adopted a grade and step employee pay plan.  This pay scale matrix has been amended 
over the years and is usually adjusted annually for increases to the cost of living.  Amendments are 
usually limited to individual position reclassifications.  Our decline in qualified applicants for open 
positions, and changing employee responsibilities has forced the City to evaluate our market 
competitiveness regarding employee wages.     


 


Discussion 


City Staff began evaluating our pay matrix and comparing to other municipalities and local entities.  We 
compared to cities of relative population and also to cities of relative budgets.  It was quickly determined 
our pay matrix provided a market average starting wage for most positions but fell short on the top-end 
for almost all positions.  It was also noted several other municipal pay scales included 15 steps.  By 
adding a 14 and 15 step to our existing 13 step matrix we increase the top-end and get closer to the market 
average.  This is also a cost effective way to provide additional incentives for employee retention.  This 
will increase the overall 2018-19 payroll by 0.31%. 
 
 
Recommendation 


Staff recommends the Council approve the following Resolution adding Step 14 and Step 15 to the 
existing Pay Scale Matrix. 
 
Update:  During the Public Safety Committee meeting on January 10, 2018, the Committee recommended 
that this Resolution be placed on the agenda ahead of Resolution 2018-1.

The Dispatch Supervisor at the Cameron Police Department is responsible for training, 
supervision and staffing the department’s 24/7 Communications Center. The position currently 
supervises one part-time and six full-time dispatchers.  In addition, the Dispatch Supervisor is the 
Terminal Agency Coordinator (TAC) for the Missouri Uniform Law Enforcement System 
(MULES) and also the 911 Coordinator for Cameron in the Andrew/Caldwell/Clinton/DeKalb 
(ACCD) 911 District. As the 911 Coordinator for Cameron, a portion of the Dispatch 
Supervisor’s salary is provided by the 911 Board.   
 
A recent salary survey of area communication centers brought to light the need to update and 
reclassify the salary for this position.  As a result of that survey (attached) and to offer a 
competitive wage, I recommend reclassifying this position to a salary Grade 9. 
 
Recommendation: 
Review the attached summary of the salary survey and the current City of Cameron Job 
Classifications in Grade Order.  Staff recommends approval.

Issue  
 
The City’s raw water supply has reached the first level of our water supply shortage ordinance.  
A declaration of water shortage advisory is to be enacted when our raw water supply falls below 
60% of capacity.  During the Advisory stage, the City request voluntary conservation measures 
from all water customers.  If conditions do not improve, the City will be forced to move to the 
Alert phase which includes usage restrictions or even worse to the Emergency phase.   
 
Recommendation 
 
Based on the current status of the reservoirs and the lack of a promising precipitation in the 
immediate future, we are recommending the Advisory phase be enacted.
